Schreiber Center Gears Up for the 20th Annual Rubber Duckie Race™ and Festival

The 20th Annual Rubber Duckie Race™ and Festival will be held on July 27, 2008 at Lancaster County Central 

Park from 2 p.m. to 6 p.m.  The ducks will begin "racing" with a cannon shot start at 5 p.m.  Sponsored by Donegal 

Insurance Company, Wolf Furniture and Susquehanna Bank, the event will help kick-off the Center's fundraising events
